1. Remove main jet access plugs from top two car-
buretors (Figure 1).

2. Replace existing .068 main jets in the top two car-
buretors with larger .070 main jets (Figure 2).

3. Reinstall main jet access plugs with gaskets.
Tighten plugs securely.

4. Start engine and CHECK FOR FUEL LEAKS.
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IDENTIFY REPAIR:

Mark main jet access plug (Figure 3) of each repaired
carburetor with a, black mark.

Carburetors that have been reworked at the factory
are identified by the letter ”A” stamped on the side of
the float bowl, in addition to a black mark on the main
jet access plug.
