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Gearhousing Modification

Failure analysis of warranty returned gearhousings
has identified numerous cases where gearhousing
modifications were the direct or indirect cause of
gearhousing failure. Modifications include nose
cones, low water pick-ups, water intake modifica-
tions and modifications to the cavitation plate or
skeg. It has been Mercury Marine’s policy, in the past,
that warranty would be honored on modified
gearhousings if the modifications did not cause or
contribute to the failure.

This policy has caused difficulty when factory failure
analysis determines that modifications have caused
or contributed to the failure and the warranty claim is
rejected back to the dealer. The dealer is put in the
difficult, and often unsuccessful, position of trying to
collect for the repairs from the customer.

Based on the amount of failures caused by modifica-
tions, Mercury Marine has changed this policy and
will no longer honor warranty on modified gearhous-
ings.

As of the August 1, 1997, any gearhousing modi-
fied with other than an accessory sold by Mercu-
ry Marine, will not be eligible for warranty or Q-
Guard product protection.

In addition, any other component or assembly, deter-
mined to have failed as a result of gearhousing modi-
fication, such as powerhead, engine mounts, drive-
shaft housing, etc., will not be covered under
warranty or Q-Guard.

Paragraph Ill, part 5 of the limited warranty notes that
warranty does not apply when the product is altered.
Dealers should make customers aware of this policy
and the risks that the customer assumes when
making gearhousing modifications. Modified gear-
housings returned to Mercury Marine for warranty or
Q-Guard consideration, will be returned to the dealer.
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
