THE GEARCASE REMOVED. These model outboards have an oil pump that is mounted
on top of the adaptor plate and connected to the crankshaft via the gearcase driveshaft.
Therefore, conventional troubleshooting methods that requires removal of the gearcase
while running the engine must not be used.
