Situation
The control cables, harness, fuel hose, etc. have a neoprene wrap placed around them
where they enter the bottom cowl. If the neoprene wrap does not fit tightly enough, it may
be drawn or sucked into the power head compartment, ending up in front of the reed valves
or throttle plate, restricting the air flow. The restriction can result in a loss of top RPM, spark
plug fouling, engine stalling, or a no start condition.

Correction
Position the neoprene wrap as shown in the sketch below and place 2 cable ties around
the neoprene wrap to hold it in place. Install the cable ties near the front and rear edge of
the neoprene wrap.
