B. RIDE-GUIDE STEERING CABLE TUBE - MERCRUISER [

Late 1963 production MerCruiser I inner transom plates incorporate an aluminum steering cable
tube. There is a possibility that this tube will bend slightly, when the 2 jam nuts are tightened
excessively, and cause hard steering. (Figure 1) If this shonld occur, install the earlier steel
steering tube (30706) to prevent bending. This cannot oceue on 1964 production.

We have received complaints (rom some customers that installation of some V-8 model MecCruiser
Marine Engines -- especially in deep 'V’’ boats -- permits sea waler to run back into the exhaust

manifolds, thereby causing damage to the engine.

A safe condition is determined by engine position in boat and by loading and movement within
boat. To prevent water from entering engine thruy exbaust manifold when boat is at rest, outside
water level mast be low enough, with respect to water trap in engine exhaust elbows, thal water
cannot run back inte exhaust manifolds under any conditions of loading or rocking of the boal.
Exhaust outlets must be located so that they always sre lower than the cxhaust manifold to as-

sure proper draining of discharge water.

Always install Exhaust Flange Cover (34765A1) to help keep surging watec {rom entering exhaust
outler. (Figure 2) These covers ere deflectors only and do not [unction as seals.
