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A. EXHAUST WATER SHUTTER NOISE - MerCruiser 120-140-160

The exhaust water shutter, located in the MerCruiser 120-140-160 exhaust tube, may make a rat-
tling noise at idle speed. This noise is caused by a loose (it between the shutter shaft and sup-
port brackets and can be corrected as follows:

1. Loosen hose clamps which fasten exhaust
bellows to exhaust tube.
2. Remove screws, which fasten exhaust el-
bow to manifold, and remove elbow and
bellows.

3. Thoroughly clean area between shutter
support brackets and exhaust tube with
cleaning solvent and a smajl brush or pipe

4. Fill entire area between support brackets
and tube with Sealant (C-92-52238-1). Allow
sealant to cure for 24 hours, (Figure 1)
5. Reinstall elbow, using new gaskel, and
connect bellows. Tighten hose clamps
securely.

C. ENGINLE WATER INLET RESTRICTOR - MerCruiser 200
(For P. 19B of Installation Section I1)

MerCruiser 200 Engine sea water pumps have a plastic restrictor (B-19-52153) with a %'’ (12.7mm)
hole installed in the pump inlet when the engine is shipped from the factory. Engine installers
have been removing this restrictor and discarding it, thinking that it is a shipping plug.

It is extremely important that the restrictor be left in the pump inlet, since it regulates the cool-
ing water volume and pressure. If the restrictor is removed, cooling system damage may result.
In several cases, cooling system hoses have blown off because of excessive pressure when the

restrictor was not used.
