Inspect all MerCruiser MIE 340 engines that are equipped with a Rear Mounted Closed Cooling

Systems. If the spark plug wires are not positioned correctly, proceed with the following:

1. Make sure wires are routed between oil dipstick tube and cylinder block.

2. Loosen spark plug wire retainers on heat exchanger bracket. (Figures 2 and 3) Pull “slack™ in
spark plug wires TOWARD spark plugs. Retighten retainers and recheck positioning of wires.
