A voltage spike in the horn circuit could damage the VesselView display and result in a continuous sounding horn.

Correction
Replace the VesselView display if a continuous sounding horn occcurs and faults are not present. Install a horn resistor kit in
VesselView harnesses with CMD part number 4939813 or Mercury part number 80‑898273T01 before connecting the new
VesselView display.

Installing the Resistor
Install the wire with the resistor for the horn between the Tan/ Lt blue wire bullet connectors on the VesselView harness.

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1. Separate the male and female bullet connectors on the Tan/ Lt blue wire between the horn and the VesselView harness.

b - Bullet connectors (Tan/ Lt blue wires)
c - Horn

2. Connect the resistor wire bullet connectors (male and female) to the corresponding bullet connectors on the Tan/ Lt blue
wires.

3. Secure resistor and wire as necessary.
