Mercury MerCruiser has observed a cable routing that can become taut when the sterndrive is trimmed to the trailer position.
This condition requires a unique cable routing for the 8.2 ECT Sterndrive DTS and mechanical single catalyst exhaust manifold
models.

Only 8.2 ECT Sterndrive models with this ECT exhaust are affected

Correction

IMPORTANT: Route the shift cable in front of the steering cylinder assembly as shown. This is only applicable to 8.2 ECT
Sterndrive engines with single catalyst exhaust manifold as shown above.
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Shift Cable Routing

Ensure shift cable routing instructions are followed according to the tag attached to the shift cable anchor point. Remove the
shift cable routing notice from the shift cable anchor point on the bracket assembly.

8.2 ECT Engines

For 8.2 ECT Engines ONLY, route shift cable
in front of steering cylinder (as shown).

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Shift Cable Installation for DTS and Mechanical Shift System
IMPORTANT: Do not move the shift cable stud on the shift arm.
IMPORTANT: The shift cable barrel is preset and cannot be adjusted.
Route the intermediate shift cable from the transom assembly to the shift actuator as follows:

*  The cable should come through the transom, above the exhaust pipe, and make a turn toward the starboard side of the
boat between the exhaust pipe and the engine flywheel housing.

* The cable should be routed under the starboard rear engine mount and turn toward the transom.
*  The cable should then go in front of the steering cylinder assembly and loop over to the shift actuator on the engine.

NOTE: Following this routing will prevent the engine coupler from damaging the cable.
