A potential problem was found by Engineering while
conducting performance tests. One of the ends of the
towershaft lever link between the towershaft lever
and towershaft could disengage during a hard accel-
eration maneuver causing loss of throttle control. As
aresult, we are initiating a recall pursuant to the Fed-
eral Boat Safety Act.

A towershaft lever stop kit was designed to eliminate
this potential problem. The part number for this kit is
830121A1.

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Owner Notification

A combination letter/claim will be sent to every regis-
tered owner of an outboard within the above listed se-
rial number range. The letter will advise the owner to
return their outboard motor to the selling dealer or an
authorized dealer for installation of the towershatft le-
ver stop kit. A copy of the letter/claim is attached to
this service bulletin.

Dealer Outboard Inventory

Outboards within the above serial number range
must have the stop kit installed prior to customer de-
livery. Outboards repaired at the factory have a green
dot on the model/serial number label of the engine
carton.

Installation

1. Advance engine to W.O.T..

2. Inspect position of throttle shutters: Ensure that
shutters are horizontal + 5°. Adjust throttle shaft
link assembly as required. Return engine to idle
position.

3. Disconnect towershaft link assembly from tower-
shaft lever.

4. Remove lower crankcase cover bolt (3).
Loosen upper crankcase cover bolt (2).
6. Install the towershaft lever stop by positioning the

top slot of the stop under the head of the upper
bolt (2). Install the bottom bolt (3). Tighten both
bolts securely.
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7. Install bracket by positioning top slot under head
of upper bolt (2). Install bottom bolt (3). Tighten
bolts securely.
