FORCE 40-50 UPPER CROSS PIN
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a - Cross Pin

b - Pivot Pin

¢ - Rod Eye

Upper cross pin (a) must be installed through the hole
in the pivot pin (b). The head of the cross pin must be
seated against the rod eye.

a - Cross Pin
b - Pivot Pin

Cross pin (a) MUST be installed through the groove
in the pivot pin (b). The head of the cross pin MUST
be seated against boss of swivel bracket.
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FORCE 90-120 LOWER CROSS PIN
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a - Pivot Pin
b - Cross Pin
¢ - Groove in Pivot Pin

Lower cross pin must be installed through the goove
in the pivot pin. The head of the cross pin must be
seated against the casting.

a - Pivot Pin
b - Cross Pin
¢ - Groove in Pivot Pin

The head of the pivot pin is usually flush with the out-
side of the casting when the cross pin is aligned with
the pivot pin groove.
